Forms which have not been prepared and executed in compliance with applicable requirements may be returned as not 
acceptable for filing. Acceptance of this form shall not constitute any finding that it has been filed as required or that the 
information is true, current or complete. Misstatements or omissions of fact may constitute federal criminal violations [7 
U.S.C. §13 and 18 U.S.C. §1001] or grounds for disqualification from registration.

You are not required to provide the information requested on a form subject to the Paperwork Reduction Act unless the 
form displays a valid OMB Control Number.
